Call to Order

President Jeff Brunner called the meeting to order. Michele M reported that the bylaws were not changed because the western region had not pursued a further joint venture with us. That area of the State is large and it is hard for the hospital libraries to meet as a unit. Until those areas want to be part of FRVLAC, we are not pursuing it further.
Approval of SPRING 2010 Minutes Spring meeting minutes were approved.

Treasurer's Report 
Cindy Reinl reported that there is a balance of $739.22. A banking error made it more than the Spring balance of $700.52.
Committee Reports
Bylaws
Mary Kotchie, who has worked on these in the past, was not present. No further work on bylaws was reported.
Education
Michelle M. and Mary H. are the education committee. Michelle said we received a grant of about $475.00 to view the program today.
Jeff B. waa on a WILS Panel Discussion in Madison. Ebooks, Kindles, IPAD and the interlibrary loan of music were topics discussed. WILS staff is knowledgeable of trends in interlibrary loan.
Chris F. shared information about peer-to-peer sharing of media files. PIRATEBAY was closed by the European Union. LIMEWIRE has also been closed. Files now must be paid for. Jeff Zucker was on the Charlie Rose show and said the same thing was happening to broadcasts. Subscription services have emerged where people listen to their choice of music. Libraries are allocating resources differently and deciding whether to buy products for the shelves or to subscribe to services. Nature has been challenged by large universities like the University of California and University of Texas about their high subscription prices and how articles are reviewed. Digital rights are becoming a trend. Julie C. is attending a workshop about using program clips for academic purposes. Copyright? 
Membership
Lori F. reported that Sarah Stickert has replaced Erin Czech at UW-Oshkosh. Her name has been added to our membership list.
Resource Sharing
Michelle M. pulled the Union List from DOCLINE and it is on our website for small libraries to refer to. Hans B. told us about the cataloging agreement between St. Agnes and WISPALS. WISPALS is 11 technical colleges that subscribe to databases and the Voyager system together. 
Subcommittees:
Outreach
The Outreach Committee is no longer active. This item will be removed from the agenda.
Journal Club
Michelle M. found an article on MEDLIB about GoogleScholar and how it now covers 98-100% of scholarly journals from public-accessIble website content and subscription-based databases. Since GoogleScholar has improved, its effectiveness as a discovery tool has improved. Holly E. has found that MEDLINE UNBOUND and PUBGET are good to find extra articles that may not show up in PUBMED or OVID. David R. has found Google to be helpful for spelling and to find article ideas. He has discovered different ways to approach finding the same set of articles. Chris F. cross-references articles from the journal website to GoogleScholar to OVID and PUBMED to make sure they are correct. Jeff B. uses GoogleScholar to find free articles by typing the title into the search box. Publishers also sometimes have free articles to download. 
Michele M. shared an article from Postgraduate Medical Journal on the Speed, Accuracy and Confidence of Google, Ovid, Pubmed, and UpToDate: results of a randomized trial. For clinical questions, Google was the most popular search tool. Users of Google and UptoDate were more likely to answer questions correctly. Searches using Google and UpToDate were faster than searches using PubMed or Ovid. It was found that nonmedical search tools are not inferior to MEDLINE-based search tools for answering clinical questions used in this study. Different sorts of questions require different databases. Everyday there is more information and the more information there is, the more people need expert librarians to sort it out. 
New Business
Jeff B. offered to host a FRVLAC meeting at UW-Green Bay. It was decided that Jeff would go ahead and plan the Spring meeting there.
Michelle M. said Mary Bayorgen is still on COLAND and is working on a book project for prisoners. If you have books you are withdrawing from your collections, they can go in the 'Red Box' delivery service to Madison. Jeff B. said he is on the route and could put books into it. As part of the South Central Library System, Red Box started as part of their local library service and is now statewide.
We also dicussed how Govenor-Elect Scott Walker term might affect Libraries. Mary Bayorgen has been an important advocate for Libraries serving on COLAND.
