Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Coordinator Mary Horan at 2:15 PM at Moraine Park Technical College, Fond du Lac.

Approval of Minutes

Possible topics for future programs were discussed.  Bonnie O’Leske had previously suggested a program on nursing resources or consumer health information.  Cathy Boyle suggested a program on international sister library projects.  Cathy and Holly Egebo will investigate the possibility of having a program on this topic.

Resource Sharing
Mary Parrott requested that the group discuss the production of a print version of the union list.  Mary Bayorgeon reported for Michele Matucheski that she would run a SERHOLD list of FRVALC library holdings and post it on the FRVALC web site, but would not print lists for members.  With Docline and WISCAT ILL available, there does not seem to be a need for a printed list for most members.  The university holdings are not part of SERHOLD, but links to their catalogs and holdings are available from the web site.

Mary Horan reminded members that membership in FRVALC requires updating holdings, but that requirement can now be met through individual libraries updating their holdings in SERHOLD.

The consensus of the group was that Michele should update the online list, but the paper list should be discontinued.

Conference Updates

Mary Bayorgeon reported that she and Barbara Arnold, who is also a COLAND and WHSLA member, are working with the WHSLA Board to call attention to the fact that the state requirement for hospitals to maintain libraries is not being enforced and to ask COLAND to consider follow-up action.

Holly Egebo suggested that FRVALC consider doing outreach projects to 
the community, including marketing services as a group to civic groups, 
public libraries and other organizations.  An Outreach Committee 
composed of Amy Melchoirs, Chair, Holly Egebo, Bonnie O’Leske, and 
Ellen Roemer will discuss this idea and report at the next meeting.

It was decided that the group may not need to meet twice a year, or could 
meet along with another library organization to take advantage of more 
programming, less time away from our libraries and less need for planning 
our own activities.  Changes in meeting requirements may necessitate a 
change in the bylaws.

Bonnie O’Leske volunteered to serve as Coordinator for the coming year 
in place of Cathy Boyle.
