WELCOME:   Sue Jauquet welcomed the group to UW-Oshkosh and thanked Erin Czech for arranging the facilities and Lori Francar, Holly Egebo, and Michele Matucheski for the Consumer Health program presented prior to the meeting.

MINUTES:   Ellen Roemer motioned to approve minutes and Mary Horan seconded the motion.  Minutes of Oct 25, 2002 were approved.  

TREASUER’S REPORT:   The FRAVLC checking balance is $1, 467.80.   

COMMITTEE REPORTS:  

Resource Sharing:  Mary Parrot did the preliminary work on the union list and notified Lakeshore; Donna Melanz from Lakeshore distributed the dated list for updating. Michelle Matucheski reported that the primary holders list was nearly complete and would be included in the new listing.  Print copies will still be distributed for those who want them.

Bylaws:   Mary Parrot reported bylaws were approved in Nov./Dec and changes made to policies and procedures.  These can be accessed on the web site or by contacting Mary for a paper copy.  The coordinator would authorize dollars to be spent for special events—births/deaths/family special events of members.  The member institution should notify FRVALC coordinator of the event and the gift, memorial, etc. should not exceed $50.00.  

Membership:  Lori Francar will update membership.

Education:  Mary Bayorgen distributed a flyer suggesting a fall program presented by Joshua Ranger, Archivist at UW-Oshkosh for the Winnefox Library System entitled “Wastebasket or File Cabinet?”   Other ideas included Arial, scanning, document delivery.

CONFERENCE UPDATES:  Mary Bayorgen reported that she had attended the Coland Meeting.  Drastic cuts are to be made at the State Historical Society and DPI.  Doyle does have priority for education and libraries and when the budget is under control Governor Doyle will be supportive of libraries.  Coland and WLA are developing a campaign to promote libraries.  Money has been set aside to hire a consultant to see what can be done and is being done to promote libraries and make recommendations.   Badgerlink will be funded as well as aids to public libraries from Universal Services Fund.  April 11th of National Library week has been designated to promote medical libraries.

OLD BUSINESS:  The binder of photos contains too much to put on the web site.  Mary Bayorgen would be willing to house any archival material related to FRVALC.  Mary Parrot reported that the $100.00 given to NWTC graphic department was used for a much-needed microwave and coffee pot.   Some discussion was held about the Faxon bankruptcy. Moraine Park has file a claim, Sheboygan Memorial Medical Center has filed intent to sue.  Sue Jauquet reviewed the current list of officers; there were no questions.

NEW BUSINESS:  St. Nicholas Hospital Library is likely to close.  A proposal was presented to FRVALC.  They will not have space to store current collection of journals so they were asking if it were possible to reduce the number of journals that they are primary holder for and still be a member of FRVALC?  They are also interested in contracting with a host library for services such as obtaining journal articles, reference books.  Suggestions were made to have St. Nicholas contact a library in the same system for contracting.  It was decided that a letter would be sent to St. Nicholas stating FRVALC’S disappointment about the closing and let them know according to the bylaws that they would need to offer something to the organization.  Materials that they could not house could be offered to FRVALC members.  FRVACL members listed the periodicals held by St. Nicholas that they could become primary holders of. 

FALL MEETING:  Karen Parson was to check facilities at FVTC for Oct. 10 or 17 for the fall meeting.  Mary Bayorgen would make contact for a possible speaker.  Oct. 3 was also suggested as a date if there were no speaker.

Meeting was adjourned; Erin Czech offered a tour of the library at UW-Oshkosh
