Resource Sharing

Mary Parrott (Northeast Wisconsin Technical College) reported in correspondence with Mary Kotschi that it takes 20-25 hours to check the Union List and prepare it for printing. Mary Parrott and NWTC will print and distribute the list.

A question was raised about the utility of the list which evolved into a discussion of electronic alternatives and other means of providing holdings information to our members. It was noted by Mary Bayorgeon that there is a proposal to eliminate state funding for WISCAT and instead provide statewide access to OCLC, something Illinois has done.

There were no volunteers to update the list (the database that Lakeshore Tech had converted to Access). Thus, with no one to update the list, Michele offered to run and post SERHOLD reports to the FRVALC page. Michele wil send a notice to member libraries to update SERHOLD by May and she will then run SERHOLD reports and post them on the FRVALC webpage. Comments about the future of the Union List would be solicited from those not present at the meeting.

Conference Updates

Mary Bayorgeon reported that at the last COLAND meeting there was a presentation on Badgerlink and there was discussion about the need to spread the word about this resource. Badgerlink bookmarks are available from the Department of Public Instruction.
