CHAPTER VI - NATIONAL REGISTER NOMINATIONS

The Charles A. Grignon Home, located on Augustine Street, is the only
property in Kaukauna currently listed on the National Register of Historic
Places. As a result of the 1982-83 intensive survey project, twenty-one
properties have been nominated to the National Register. The City of Kaukauna
will submit a multiple resource nomination, which will include these properties,
to the Historic Preservation Review Board for approval. If the Board approves
the nomination, the SHPO certifies it, and it is submitted to the National Park
Service, U.S. Department of the Interior, as an official nomination from Wisconsin.
The owner of a private property may object to a nomination and thereby prevent its
listing in the National Register. In this case the property may be declared
"eligible" for the National Register.

Criteria for Evaluation

-

The quality of significance in American history, architecture, engineering,
archeology, and culture is present in districts, sites, buildings, structures,
and objects that possess integrity of location, design, setting, materials,
workmanship, feeling, and association, and:

A. That are associated with events that have made a significant
contribution to the broad patterns of our history; or

B. That are associated with the lives of persons significant in
our past; or

C. That embody the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, or
method of construction, or that possess high artistic values, or
that represent a significant and distinguishable entity whose
components may lack individual distinction; or

D. That have yielded, or may be likely to yield, information important
to prehistory or history.

Ordinarily, cemeteries, birthplaces, or graves of historical figures, properties
owned by religious institutions or used for religious purposes, structures that
have been moved from their original locations, reconstructed historic buildings,
properties primarily commemorative in nature, and properties that have achieved
significance within the past 50 years shall not be considered eligible for the
National Register.
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
