Nothing is more curipus 1w the his-
tory of canmry-breeding than the ie-
markable proeenses of artificial coloring,
which are among the greatest discover-
L iea .af very vecenk dimes, Lamaries
were brought up for exhibition, which
showed quaintly fanciful wvaritions in
their plumage, Those varviativns were,
supposed at first to be mere incidents in
the breeding: and it was understood that
the way to perpetnate or improve wpon
any patticular hne was to be ewefnl in
selecting suitable parcnts. Even then,
and under the most favorable conditions,
it was obvicus that the colos of the
offspring mmst be very much a matter of
chance. It oecurrcd, howeve, to cor-
tuin intelligent fanciers that co or might
be influenced by modification ir the diet,
Many prescriptions were tried vith that
object—among othern, marigold flowers,
sirong solution of saffron, cochineal, port
wine, beetroot, mustard seed, ote.—but
with very imperfect resulte; when snd-
denly exhibitors eame into the field
with a success that startled envious
rivaly, Suspicioms were aronse and ac-
cusations frecely indunlged in. It was
said that thecolors were the result of un-
skillful dyeing, though the ve -y audae-
ity of any such attempt shoild have
raised a strong ﬁresumpt on  fur
the innocence ot the exhibdor.
