State Senator Attends Hate 
Group Conference 

State Senator Tom Reynolds 
Confirms Attendance

     “Today, columnists Gary Spivak and 
Dan Bice revealed that state Senator 
Tom Reynolds attended last October’s 
‘International Conference on Homo-
Fascism,’ a conference at which 
numerous speakers used shocking and 
violent imagery to demonize lesbian and 
gay people  [excerpt attached]. “The 
attendance of a state senator at this 
conference should receive tremendous 
scrutiny—especially at a time when 
legislators are advocating a constitutional 
amendment targeted at gay and lesbian 
people. 

     If conservatives are truly successful in 
this political “dumbing down” of the 
issues to just one, not only may GLBT 
concerns be over looked but perhaps 
concerns of all Americans. We cannot 
forgo the apparent false pretense for the 
costly Iraq War, the jobless economic 
recovery, job exportation, sky rocketing 
national deficit, lopsided tax cuts and 
shady business company contracts or 
liaisons with Enron, Halliburton, etc.   

      “Reynolds told Spivak and Bice that 
he ‘doesn’t know’ much about the 
conference sponsor, Wisconsin 
Christians United, but in the next breath  
he announced that he prints some of 
their publications.  Clearly, he knows 
what they are all about.  “Today’s 
revelation brings the Wisconsin 
Republican Party’s turn to the hard right 
into crystal clear focus.  We have long 
maintained that initiatives like the soon-
to-be introduced anti-gay state 
constitutional amendment are rooted in 
ugly prejudices and unfounded fears 
about lesbian and gay people.  Reynolds’ 
affiliation with this conference raises 
serious questions about the real nature of 
this harsh agenda.  

     We cannot turn our heads to the fact 
that Vice President Cheney and Supreme 
Court Justice Scalia spent part a week 
lately duck hunting together at a private 
camp in south Louisiana.  This, just three 
weeks after the Supreme Court agreed to 
take up Cheney’s appeal in lawsuits 
which has to do with whether he must 
reveal who serves on his energy task 
force??  The host of the hunting trip was 
no less than a prominent multimillionaire 
oil-services tycoon and member of the 
energy industry.

    The Green Bay Gamblers became a 
franchise of the United States Hockey 
League in 1994.  In addition to being 

USHL National Champions in 1996 and 
1997, the Gamblers were USHL East 
Division champions for four seasons, 
from 1999 to 2002. 
     The Gamblers take part in many 
community outreach events, the most 
prominent of which is probably the 
Teddy Bear Toss.  At one designated 
home game each year, fans toss teddy 
bears onto the ice when the Gamblers 
score their first goal.  The bears are 
collected and donated to Bellin Health’s 
Christoph Pediatric Center, where they 
are given to young patients.  For more 
on the Green Bay Gamblers, including 
games and activities, visit 
www.gamblershockey.com/homepg.html . 
     PV’s first monthly meeting of the 
2002-2003 year featured two members 
of the New York City Gay Hockey 
League sharing their experience as gay 
athletes.  Jeff Kagan and Chris Brand 
noted that school coaches and players 
sometimes used anti-gay remarks in 
attempts at critical motivation.  A gay 
hockey league has provided a more 
comfortable space for players, while its 
success in New York City has also 
inspired similar efforts elsewhere. 
     The New York City Gay Hockey 
Association is a co-ed league for people 
of all skill levels.  Teams include the NY 
Lions, Hurricanes, Rockets, Tigers, 
Hotshots and Polar Bears.  Chris Brand 
is the goaltender for the NY Lions, while 
Jeff Kagan plays for the Hurricanes and 
Polar Bears.  More notably, Kagan was 
elected Commissioner of the 
International Gay and Lesbian Ice 
Hockey Association in 2003. 
     Men of the NYC Gay Hockey 
Association raise money for their league 
with an annual calendar.  The league has 
also received publicity in a segment of 
The Daily Show with Jon Stewart -- a 
high-schticking expose of the only 
straight player on a gay hockey team.  A 
Real Video clip of that segment can be 
found on the league’s web site at 
www.nycgayhockey.org . 
     A Wisconsin Gay Hockey 
Association is also being organized in 
Milwaukee for any interested LGBT and 
gay-friendly people. The WGHA will 
draw on players and fans from Southeast 
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and South Central Wisconsin, beginning 
with the 2004-2005 season. All levels of 
players are welcome. An organizational 
meeting was held on January 28 in 
Milwaukee.  More information on the

Executive Order makes Michigan 11th 
state to ban discrimination based on 
sexual orientation in public employment  

     On behalf of the PrideFest Legacy 
Fund Task Force and the PrideFest 
Advisory Committee, I want to thank 
everyone who has contributed to the 
PrideFest   Legacy Fund.

applauded Michigan Gov. Jennifer 
Granholm for signing an executive order 
today that bans state employment 
discrimination based on sexual 
orientation, making Michigan the 11th 
state with such a policy. 

     If the Civil-marriage issue is about 
equality First Lawrence, then Goodrich. 
America is embracing equality for all its 
citizens, at least on the judicial level. 
Those empowered to interpret laws have 
plainly said discrimination is not 
compatible with the U.S. Constitution 
and the constitution of the 
Commonwealth of Massachusetts.   

     "Most people already agree that an 
employee's performance should be 
measured on the job they're doing, not 
any bias an employer might have. This 
policy brings the state much closer to 
making sure employees get that kind of 
fair treatment," said Seth Kilbourn, 
HRC's national field director. "We 
applaud Governor Granholm and the 
Triangle Foundation for making this a 
reality." 

     But why should we allow same-sex 
couples to marry? To me, the answer is 
quite simple. It rests in equality. Our 
nation is founded on principles that a 
minority of people is protected from a 
tyrannical majority, and on principles of 
equality for all citizens. Having stated 
that, why even question civil-marriage 
equality for same-sex couples?       Eight other states have similar 

policies covering public employment. 
They are: Alaska, Arizona, Colorado, 
Delaware, Illinois, Indiana, Montana and 
Washington. Two states - Kentucky and 
Pennsylvania - also explicitly cover 
gender identity in their executive orders.

     Civil-marriage equality is necessary if 
we are to protect America’s families. In 
Wisconsin alone, there are thousands of 
children with two mommies or two 
daddies. Unfortunately, those children 
only have one legal guardian, as the state 
of Wisconsin doesn’t allow second-
parent adoptions of children by non-
married partners. Sorry, Timmy, you may 
live with two of the most wonderful 
women in the world, but you only get 
one mommy, at least in the eyes of the 
law.  

     "This is a terrific first step in 
protecting from discrimination," said 
Sean Kosofsky, director of policy for the 
Triangle Foundation, Michigan's 
statewide gay, lesbian, bisexual and 
transgender advocacy group. "Triangle 
Foundation will continue to work 
diligently to ensure that all state 
employees are covered by this policy 
including prohibitions on discrimination 
based on gender identity or expression."

     In addition to parenting rights, civil-
marriage equality helps same-sex couples 
in protecting their assets. In an HBO 
film titled “If These Walls Could Talk 
2,” producer Mary Cane did an amazing 
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job showing what happens when a 
partner unexpectedly dies and the couple 
had little to no legal backing. The family 
comes in and takes everything, kicking 
the living partner out of the house she 
helped to pay for.  
     But the argument comes, “Why not 
just get a will? Do you really need 
marriage to protect your assets?” Why 
should I have thousands of dollars of 
legal fees for processing and assisting in 
a will when I could spend the $70 to get 
a marriage license?  
     People argue for a constitutional 
amendment to make sure we “protect 
the sanctity of marriage.” Sen. Russ 
Feingold thinks we should keep social 
issues out of the constitution and I 
concur. Also, a constitutional 
amendment would prevent any 
recognition of same-sex couples. It 
would further hurt same-sex families by 
nullifying any protections, such as 
Vermont’s civil-unions legislation, as well 
as any other legislation created to help 
protect same-sex couples and their 
families. Not to mention that marriage 
has always been a state issue, so why 
start making it a federal issue now?  
     And why not just civil unions? Such a 
move would create a second-class 
citizenship, those who can marry and 
those who can civil-unionize. In a nation 
glorified for its equality, wouldn’t such a 
system ruin our reputation as a fair 
nation? Fifty years ago, the Supreme 
Court ruled in Brown v. Board of 
Education that separate but equal in 
education was illegal, so what makes it 
legal in marriage? Just take time to think 
of how your life would change if you 
were unable to see the person you love 
in the hospital, pick up your child from 
school or save your household money by 
filing joint income tax forms, all because 
the gender of the person you love didn’t 
match the gender the state felt you 
should marry.   Kind of a scary thought, 
isn’t it?
