Election of Pope Benedict XVI 
Portents Further Conflict 

Betw een Church and GLBT s  

"We hope that Pope Benedict XVI 
will follow the biblical tradition of

WASHINGTON - The Human 
Rights Campaign pointed to years of 
statements by Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger, 
the newly elected pope, in expressing 
concern about the Catholic Church's 
future treatment of gay, lesbian, bisexual 
and transgender people.  

"We hope that Pope Benedict XVI 
will follow the biblical tradition of 
expressing love and compassion for all," 
said HRC President Joe Solmonese. "In 
the past, he has made deeply disturbing 
comments regarding gay, lesbian, 
bisexual and transgender people so his 
selection as the 265th pope is distressing. 
It's imperative that there be a positive 
conversation with the Catholic Church 

about GLBT people of faith and we 
welcome that discourse." "The selection 
of a new pope is a time of hope and 
anticipation," said John Mattras, member 
of St. Francis Xavier Roman Catholic 
Church in Manhattan and President of 
the Scriptorium. "While we welcome the 
opportunity for open dialogue with the 
new pope and church leaders, we're 
deeply concerned by a pattern of 
homophobic and uninformed statements 
and opinions relayed by Pope Benedict 
XVI that fall wholly outside modern 
western norms." 

In 1986 as Cardinal, Joseph Ratzinger 
delivered a Letter to the Bishops of the 
Catholic Church on the Pastoral Care of 
Homosexual Persons. He said, 
"Although the particular inclination of 
the homosexual person is not a sin, it is a 
more or less strong tendency ordered 
toward an intrinsic moral evil.". 

The Vatican's Congregation for the 
Doctrine of Faith website, directed by 
Cardinal Ratzinger, includes the 
following statement: "Those who would 
move from tolerance to the 
legitimization of specific rights for 
cohabiting homosexual persons need to 
be reminded that the approval or 
legalization of evil is something far 
different from the toleration of evil."

HRC Expresses Alarm Over 
Recent Spate of Apparent hate 

Crimes 

"Hate crimes are a scourge across our 
nation," said HRC President Joe 
Solmonese.- March 23, 2005 

WASHINGTON - The Human 
Rights Campaign expressed concern 
over recent violent crimes against gay 
and transgender victims in New Mexico, 
North Carolina, Virginia, New York and 
California. These crimes underscore the 
need for laws that protect gay, lesbian, 
bisexual and transgender Americans 
from bias-motivated crimes. 

"Hate crimes are a scourge across our 
nation," said HRC President Joe 
Solmonese. "Violence in any form is 
appalling, but the damage done when a 
hate crime is committed goes far beyond 
the individual. The entire community is 
left feeling open to attack and at risk. We 
should honor the lives of all hate crimes 
victims by passing strong and 
meaningful laws that ensure hate 
violence against gay, lesbian, bisexual and 
transgender Americans will be 
investigated and prosecuted." 

Rashawn Brazell, an African-
American gay man in Brooklyn, N.Y., 
went missing Feb. 14. Over the next two 
weeks, investigators found Brazell's 
severed limbs, torso and pelvis. While 
the case is ongoing and the motive of the 
killer is unknown, the youth GLBT 
community in Brooklyn is concerned for 
their safety following this grisly crime. 
New York's hate crimes law covers bias 
crimes where sexual orientation was a 
factor, but not gender identity. 

James Maestas and Joshua Stockham 
were assaulted in Santa Fe, N.M., Feb 

27, by six men who began yelling anti-
gay comments after seeing the two men 
kiss. The group physically assaulted the 
two, knocking Maestas unconscious and 
breaking his nose. New Mexico's hate 
crimes law covers bias crimes based on 
gender identity and sexual orientation. 
Prosecutors are seeking hate crimes 
penalties against the men. 

On March 1, Thomas Stockwell, a 21-
year-old student was assaulted, suffering 
broken bones, by a dozen men who had 
been following him and making anti-gay 
comments. North Carolina has a hate 
crimes law, but it does not include sexual 
orientation or gender identity as 
protected categories. 

In early March, Eddie Chung Chou 
Lee was found stabbed to death in Daly 
City, Calif. Lee, who was a biological 
male, was wearing woman's clothing and 
police are investigating the murder as a 
hate crime. California's hate crimes law 
includes both gender identity and sexual 
orientation as protected categories. 

On March 5, Marvin Jackson, an 
African-American 18-year-old, was 
assaulted at a party by guests who 
targeted him because he is gay. Although 
the police in Suffolk, Va., have called the 
crime a hate crime, Virginia's hate crimes 
law does not include sexual orientation 
or gender identity as protected 
categories, meaning the perpetrators in 
the case will not be charged with a hate 
crime. 

"There's an insufficient and narrow 
patchwork of laws now that leave 
millions of GLBT Americans 
unprotected," added Solmonese. "It's 
past time for a meaningful and 
comprehensive hate crimes law at the 
federal level." 

The New Face of AIDS

Until women are empowered with 
education, property rights, accessible 
health care and prophylactics, the 
epidemic will continue expanding by 
millions of victims each year.  

"I truly believe that for the first time 
there is a real chance that we will get 
ahead of the epidemic." 

That was the encouraging report by 
UNAIDS executive director Peter Piot, 
M.D., at the XV International AIDS 
Conference in Bangkok last July. 
However, he warned, "without a greatly 
expanded prevention effort, treatment is 
simply not sustainable." 

Stemming the Spread - Easy-to-
remember slogans have encapsulated 
world health authorities' strategy for 
stemming the tidal wave of sickness and 
death caused by HIV--20 million corpses 
across the globe since 1981. For 
treatment, the mnemonic has been 
"three by five"--a goal of providing 
antiretroviral therapy to 3 million people 
in "developing and middle income 
countries" by the end of this year, 2005. 
For prevention it has been "ABC"-- 
"Abstain and delay sexual initiation; Be 
safer by being faithful or reducing the 
number of sexual partners; use 
Condoms correctly and consistently." 

But Piot, co-discoverer of a pathogen 
even more lethal but fortunately far rarer 
than HIV, the Ebola virus, notes that 
HIV infects up to 6 million new victims 
every year. 

Three by five, while it would 
represent a tremendous achievement, is 
simply inadequate. And ABC, a public 
health strategy that has proved 
particularly effective in Uganda, for 
example, ignores the reality confronting 
millions of women in patriarchal 
societies as well as the "enlightened" 
West. Refusing sex is seldom a viable 
long-term option for a woman in a 
relationship; no matter how faithful a 
woman may be to her partner, he is 
often likely to be unfaithful to her; 
although women may urge their partners 
to use condoms, those men frequently 
and sometimes violently balk. 

Women now account for nearly half 
of the 14,000 new HIV infections 
occurring around the world every day. In 
Africa, they constitute almost 60 percent 
of the HIV-positive cohort--up to 15 
million women. Studies indicate that nine 
out of 10 of them were infected through 
sexual intercourse.

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Which is why Piot now trumpets the 
message: "We will not be able to stop 
this epidemic unless we put women at 
the heart of the response." 

Empowering Women - HIV poses 
a grave menace to the world's women. In 
fact, they are physiologically more 
vulnerable to the virus than men. Since 
2002, the number of women infected has 
increased in every region of the globe, 
led by a 56 percent rise in East Asia and 
a 48 percent rise in Eastern Europe and 
Central Asia. (The rate of HIV infection 
has grown 15 percent in the United 
States, where AIDS is now the leading 
cause of death for African-American 
women between the ages of 25 and 34, 
and for all women aged 35 to 44.) 

Reversing that ominous trend will 
require that every society tackle five 
tough issues, notes Kathleen Cravero, 
deputy director of the Joint UN Program 
on HIV/ AIDS. They are domestic 
violence, property rights, access to health 
care, availability of female-controlled 
HIV prevention methods and 
educational opportunity. 

"Women who live in fear for their 
lives or the well-being of their children 
are in no position to negotiate anything, 
much less condom use," Cravero points 
out. And "protecting property and 
inheritance rights of women reduces the 
need to engage in risky behaviors to 
meet their basic needs." 

But until millennial social changes 
occur, she adds, physical protections 
against HIV infection that women can 
deploy with or without the cooperation 
of their male partners must play a pivotal 
role. Those include female condoms--
available throughout much of the world 
since the mid-1990s--vaginal 
microbicides and even a vaccine against 
HIV. In fact, given renewed emphasis by 
UNAIDS and its Global Initiative on 
Women and AIDS, research is 
advancing quickly on the latter two key 
fronts. 

Prophylactics - Late-stage clinical 
trials are in progress on five promising 
HIV-killing topical preparations, 
according to Polly Harrison, director of 
the Alliance for Microbicide 
Development in Silver Spring, Md. No 

fewer than 16 others are in the testing 
pipeline. 

"In the next three years, it is probable 
that we will have readings from all of 
these trials," she says. "But we're being 
careful [about specifying a time frame to 
market for a microbicide] because we 
don't want to overpromise. What we're 
saying now is that it's not unreasonable 
that there will be [a viable product] by 
the end of the decade." 

Whetting the appetite of 
pharmaceutical companies for 
development of an effective HIV 
microbicide is the likelihood that it 
would have simultaneous potency 
against other sexually transmitted disease 
vectors. A microbicide gel would have to 
be roughly equivalent in cost to a 
condom (and thus a kind of pro bono 
mass-distribution write-off for its 
manufacturer) to make a dent on AIDS 
in the Third World. "But," says Harrison, 
"if we're talking about the prevention of 
genital herpes at the same time, then it 
becomes very interesting to the U.S. 
pharmaceutical industry." 

An important driver of research in 
this area has been the Bill & Melinda 
Gates Foundation, which donated $60 
million in 2003 to the International 
Partnership for Microbicides and $126.5 
million last year to the International 
AIDS Vaccine Initiative. But despite two 
decades of scientific effort, progress has 
been halting toward development of an 
anti-HIV serum. 

Nevertheless, Mitchell Warren, 
executive director of the AIDS Vaccine 
Advocacy Coalition in New York, 
remains optimistic. "It's a remarkably 
interesting time in the vaccine field," he 
says. "The horizon is not as bright as I'd 
want it to be, but it's not hopeless." 
Scientific interest is high, he notes; there 
is "a glimmer of more pots of money 
available to answer questions and 
certainly there is momentum." 

The Price Tag - World funding for 
vaccine and microbicide research should 
be doubled, to at least $1 billion and 
$300 million respectively each year, 
according to the Global HIV Prevention 
Working Group, a panel of leading 
public health experts, clinicians, 

biomedical and behavioral health 
researchers and people affected by AIDS 
assembled by the Gates and Henry J. 
Kaiser Family foundations. And annual 
spending to expand access to the full 
range of HIV and AIDS prevention and 
treatment options should be raised to 
$15 billion annually, they urge. 

HIV testing programs should be 
greatly expanded, and all health care 
settings should deliver HIV prevention 
services. Reproductive health and 
maternal-child health clinics are 
particularly important in this effort, the 
Working Group adds. 

"AIDS is far from being a chronic 
disease like any other," Piot reminded his 
colleagues in Bangkok. "We barely 
understand how fundamentally AIDS is 
changing the very fabric of societies, and 
how the worst affected societies will 
handle challenges such as millions of 
orphans, children taking care of families, 
schools without teachers, states without 
fiscal revenues, fields without farmers 
and rising numbers of people living in 
extreme poverty. 

"The world," he continued, "must 
finally accept the exceptionalism of 
AIDS. There simply is no precedent in 
history for this crisis. And please let's not 
have an illusion that in a few years the 
world will return to what [it] was before 
AIDS! AIDS has rewritten the rules. To 
prevail, we too must rewrite the rules. 
Above all, every community needs to 
rewrite the rules of how it deals with 
those sensitive issues at the heart of the 
epidemic--sex, homosexuality, 
commercial sex, drug use, rape, gender, 
masculinity. 

"Are we ready," he demanded, "to 
radically take on these challenges? If we 
are not willing, we will massively fail."
