We
dways dtempt to bring a veriety of
features to dl our thedres. Digributors
ae making had “dollas and cents”
decisons concerning ther films. Don't
forget, many films begin with a limited
rdesse and if they do well they move on
to a wider rdease, if not they reman
limited.”

Anti Marriage Amendment

This past December 6th, the
Wisconsn  Senate passed  the
congtitutiond ban on civil unions and
mariege on a 1914 vote All 14
Democratic gdae senaors voted agang
it. However, due to the hard work of
GLBT supporters who contacted their
Sae Snaors, the votes of Senators
Hansen and Breske were changed to no.
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Many of us heard the debae live via
internet sound feed. Democrat Senator
Hansen of Green Bay was especialy
passionate eech time he rose to gesk
agpingd the proposed amendment.
Degite the pessonae pless of
democrats, all republicans voted YES.

The next vote will be by the Sate
Assembly that will mogt likdly ensure the
anendment will be placed on dde
referendum. Rep. Karl Van Roy of GB
has dready gone on record tha he will
vote for the anendment, echoing most
of the republican assembly mgority.
