Today the Wisconsin Supreme 
Court ruled that a defamation suit 
brought by anti-gay activist Rev. 
Grant Storms against Action Wis-
consin (now Fair Wisconsin) was 
frivolous.  The lawsuit was filed in 
response to a press release that 
Action Wisconsin issued decrying 
 a 2003 speech Storms made that 
could be interpreted as advocating 
the murder of gays. 
 
The lawsuit was dismissed in 
2005, and Storms was ordered to 
pay court costs and attorneys' fees. 
Today the Supreme Court upheld 
that decision, which had been re-
versed by an appeals court.  The 
court's 4-3 decision means Storms' 
attorney James Donohoo will have 
to pay more than $87,000 in court 
costs and fees because the court 
said he should have known the 
lawsuit was frivolous.  
 
Ruling for the majority were Jus-
tices Ann Walsh Bradley (who 
wrote the decision), Louis Butler, 
Patrick Crooks and Chief Justice 
Shirley Abrahamson. Justices Pat 
Roggensack, David Prosser and 
Annette Ziegler dissented.  
 
We are grateful for the Court's 
wise decision, as well as the excel-
lent work of our attorneys Tamara 
Packard and Lester Pines of Cul-
len Weston Pines & Bach LLP. 
Free speech belongs in the public 
forum, and bringing to light the 
very real harm that is done by the 
words of people like Rev. Storms 

is an important part of Fair Wis-
consin's mission.  
 
We will continue to fight to make 
the voices of fairness and equality 
heard!��

Two New Federal Policy 
Changes With Some Impact 

on Transgender People   
 

Dear Friends,         
 
This week the federal government 
announced two new policy changes 
that may be of interest to transgender 
people and allies.  Although neither 
has significant direct impact on trans 
people, NCTE is concerned that trans 
people and our allies may misinter-
pret the implications to be more seri-
ous, specific threats than they are.  To 
be sure, both of these policies are bad 
policies and mean-spirited attempts 
by the administration to appear to be 
solving problems. NCTE opposes 
both, but we do so because they rep-
resent further general degradation of 
our rights, which the administration 
seems set on continuing to the very 
end of  i ts  t ime in of f ice.  
   
Executive Order Requiring Federal 
Contractors to Use E-Verify system.  
   
On Monday, the White House an-
nounced Executive Order # 12989 
which will require all federal contrac-
tors to verify the employment status 
of every employee using the seriously 
flawed E-Verify database sys-
tem.  Until now, E-Verify was a 
mostly voluntary system for employ-
ers to verify that their new employees 
were using legitimate names, social 
security numbers and immigration 
status. This executive order will make 
the system mandatory for hundreds of 

thousands of employees, putting all at 
risk for serious misunderstandings 
and adverse job actions caused by an 
intolerably f lawed database.  
   
Please note that the E-Verify is NOT 
the system through which trans peo-
ple have been receiving gender no-
match letters that out them at work. In 
fact, the E-Verify system that govern-
ment contractors must now use does 
not allow for mandatory or optional 
gender matching and therefore, as of 
now, cannot and does not cause gen-
der no-match letters.  The primary 
system that triggers most employ-
ment-related gender no-matches is 
called Social Security Number Verifi-
cation System (SSNVS ) and is not 
impacted by this executive order. 
(Note that SSA has numerous verifi-
cation systems which can impact gen-
der no-matches, but E-Verify is not 
one of them.)  NCTE has made it a 
priority this year working to change 
SSNVS and related systems to elimi-
nate gender no-match letters.  
   
In addition to rampant documented 
inaccuracies in the database, the E-
Verify system is under attack because 
it is clearly designed to scapegoat 
immigrants who are likely to face 
wrongful firing and inability to get 
jobs regardless of their immigration 
status.  Furthermore, Congress has 
been investigating the negative im-
pact E-Verify and other such systems 
are having on the Social Security Ad-
ministration mission. SSA's core 
functions have suffered dramatically 
since it began to divert resources into 
t hese  ve r i f i ca t i on  sys te ms .

TSA Changes Policy for Flying With-
out ID Effective June 21, the Trans-
portation Security Agency (TSA) will 
no longer allow airline customers 
who refuse to show ID access to 
flights or secure areas in air-
ports.  This will include transgender 
people who refuse to show ID be-
cause they believe doing so will re-
veal flawed documentation that 
would out them as transgender.  How-
ever, travelers, including transgender 
people, who claim to have lost or for-
gotten their ID will still be allowed 
through security after a pat down and 
hand search of carry-on lug-
gage.  Thus, the new policy is clearly 
aimed at supporters of civil liberties 
who insist on their civil right to unen-
cumbered travel.  It will not affect 
transgender people or others who 
simply arrive at the airport without ID 
or who claim such. 
   
The policy change is clearly little 
more than continuing Department of 
Homeland Security theater meant to 
make the TSA appear to be is doing 
its job and to discourage the exercise 
of  court -tested c ivi l  r ights.  
   
NCTE is currently updating our pub-
lication on Travel Tips for Trans-
gender People and we hope to make it 
available shortly.  NCTE will priori-
tize impacting TSA policies begin-
ning next year when a new admini-
s t r a t i o n  t a k e s  o f f i c e .
