Greetings,greeting. My dear readers. Iôm ba-ack. 

So much has happened since 

I last wrote and then it happened. Tempus Fugit.  Boy, are my 

hour and minute hands tired. 

 

First the Dinosaurs ruled the 

planet and then big cars in the early 20th century and now live 

and in color High-Definition everything. 

 

But seriously, folks.  Last thing I remember was waiting for the 

electrician. Or someone like him. 

 

I checked and noticed my last entry here was April 2009. About 

the time I moved. That helps explain some of the absence from 

this column. It has been a busy time since then. Stranger in a 

strange land. Not quite, but somewhat out of place. Yes.Iôm no 

longer an urbanite, but a ruralite.

Next up in June also was a transformation taking place also in 

Chicago at Dr Zukowskiôs Plastic Surgery Center. I was present 

to take aftercare of Bobbie Jane. What a task but I was up to the 

challenge. Plenty of being ñon-callò can tire one out. I had my 

patient on a special schedule of prescribed medications and 

minimal diet, but that didnôt keep me from eating well for the 

two of us. Cooking is something I enjoy very much. Aftercare 

also included daily visits from Dr. Z himself. He thought I was 

doing a fantastic job of taking care of BBJ and awarded me the 

candy-stripers award. He got a kick out of the living arrange-

ment I made for BBJôs recovery. I had my boom box, mp3 

player, ice cold beer and incense and cool lounge/chill music.  

 

We also had a fellow patient down the hall at the recovery hotel 

we were at. They had brought there pet parrot with them. And 

we had friends from the area stop by and a good internet con-

nection. (Important today). 

 

I also drove around some. Didnôt have much time away but got 

to know the area pretty well by driving. I did find the newly 

opened Holocaust Museum which we went to a few weeks later 

on a follow-up visit with Dr. Z. It was a very good tour. You 

could spend half a day in there easy. The museums center piece 

is one of the rail cars that transported 

 

Things there went pretty smoothly overall and if I could do it 

over I would. (I think thatôs going to happen soon) 

 

Next up on the schedule after Bobbie Janeôs recovery was 

Southern Comfort Conference. This is one of the biggest Trans-

gender conferences.  It is held in Atlanta, Georgia. I forget ex-

act milage but it was something like 800 or 900 miles. Took us 

2 days to get there. 

 

SCC as it is often called is similar to Be-all in Chicago. Many 

seminars, some outings and decent shopping nearby with shut-

tle service fro the hotel. There is so much to banter about here 

that Iôll save it for the next installment of Zoetrek. 

 

We took plenty of pictures some of which I will save for next 

article. Iôm a little cramped for time. What else is new? But, 

Iôm working on that. 

 

Weôve been busy in between then and now. Doing occasional 

panel discussions on transgender topics. Getting the records 

straight with the Department of Vital Records in Madison and 

getting passports. Planning the next big move this fall hope-

fully. 

 

And now for something completely different. 

 

Bangkok, Thailand is my next invasion. Good thing I like the 

food already. Iôm planning on having a few good eats and treats 

and maybe a filet-o-rat on a stick. 

 

My only drawback will be that we are going during the mon-

soon season. But at least it will be warm and I hope to know the 

language as Iôm using Rosetta stone Thai. I hope it works well 

and will report on that later when return in July. That doesnôt 

mean Iôm gone now but I will be in Thailand for one month. 

Youôre probably wondering why. Well Iôll tell you. Bangkok is 

considered SRS capitol of the world. Nuf said.  Not me but for 

someone else and once again Iôll be the caregiver. At least this 

time my patient will be in better shape and less restrictions al-

beit considerable care still needed for recovery. 

 

And finally, as time crunches down. Does it really do that? 

 

Some of you may have seen the Oprah Winfrey Show on 

Thursday the 11 of February.  That show was about a high 

school quarterback football player who transitioned to female. 

So, WFRV Channel 5 wanted a local perspective and yours 

truly and Bobbie Jane were interviewed to give a before and 

after synopsis of transitioning. We interviewed for about 25 

minutes and as expected we each received maybe a minute of 

airtime. So I have a little over 14 minutes of fame to go.
