What do former Presidents Dwight D. Eisenhower and 

John F. Kennedy, Jacksonville Jaguarôs quarterback 

David Garrard, lead guitarist of Pearl Jam Mike 

McCready, former professional golfer Al Geiberger, Al 

Harris Jr. (14-year-old son of Green Bay Packer Al Har-

ris), Marvin Bush (son of former President G.H.W. Bush), 

actress Shannon Dougherty, and Sydney Allen (daughter 

of PositiveVOICE board member Susan Allen) all have in 

common? They all were diagnosed with some form of 

IBD (inflammatory bowel disease), either Crohnôs Dis-

ease or Ulcerative Colitis. 

 

Crohnôs Disease causes inflammation of the lining of the 

digestive tract, typically the lower intestine and ileum. 

Ulcerative Colitis also causes inflammation of the diges-

tive tract lining, typically in the large intestine (colon) and 

rectum. While UC occurs through continuous stretches of 

the colon, CD occurs in patches anywhere in the digestive 

tract, and often spreads deep into the layers of affected 

tissue. Both diseases are characterized by abdominal pain 

and diarrhea, and both are painful, unpredictable and de-

bilitating, frequently requiring surgery and sometimes 

leading to life-threatening complications. It is estimated 

that 1.4 million people nationwide suffer from either 

Crohnôs Disease or Ulcerative Colitis, of which an esti-

mated 20,000 live in Wisconsin. Wisconsin has the dis-

tinction of having the highest incidence rate of pediatric 

Crohnôs Disease in the entire world. Crohnôs Disease and 

Ulcerative Colitis are chronic illnesses for which there is 

no known cure. 

 

The Crohnôs and Colitis Foundation of America (CCFA) 

is the nationôs leading non-profit organization dedicated to 

funding research to find cures for these inflammatory 

bowel diseases, while at the same time working towards 

improving the quality of life of children and adults af-

fected by these illnesses. This summer the CCFA will be 

holding their second annual ñTake Steps ï Be Heard 

Walkò in Green Bay, with the goal of funding research, 

raising awareness and changing lives.  The Take Steps 

Walk  will take place on Saturday June 19th at 4:30 pm at 

the Reforestation Camp in Green Bay.
